GC CVIFREVISIIONS

On the books for 10+ years but only
certain “elite” owners were eligible

Revamped in 2007 — now any public
body can utilize if approved by CPARB

Criteria for CPARB approval:

« Fiscal benefit or not practical to use
traditional lump sum method,

Necessary experience or qualified team,
and

No unresolved audit findings
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Early collaboration from construction
experts

No dollar threshold

Best suited to complex or innovative
projects — RCW 39.10.340

Bid packages can now be
competitively bid before plans are
complete (RCW 39.10.370(3))
